Action & Information

Presidential Address – Judy Miner


Judy announced that she wantw regular contact with the senate.  She reminded senators of the innovation grants, stressing that she is looking for system changes for the large grants.  She encourages the college to take risks for the improvement of student learning and program development.  She also mentioned the possibility of matching grant proposals with currently available community resources.

Budget Update – Shirley Barker


Shirley focused on three areas:

1. Enrollment information.  Shirley clarified the process of how apportionment is calculated.  She mentioned that the college is planning on growth and building the budget in anticipation of this growth.  She encourages faculty to think of creative ideas for recruitment.

2. District budget committee.  Shirley clarified the process for FTEF allocations, reminding senators that program review documents are used to determine these allocations.

3. Measure C.  Shirley passed out a schedule for Measure C improvements.

Student Services – Rose Myers


Rose announced to the senators a plan to increase the effectiveness of the “one-stop service” plan for student services.  Faculty are encouraged to fill out “Why (10),” a questionnaire designed to elicit questions on college policies and procedures.  Senators are urged to ask faculty to give input about college practices.  Rose’s group will identify the top ten issues to work on to improve services to students.

Senate Budget – Paul Starer


Paul announced that the Senate would be using funds from the B budget to host snacks at the Presidential Inauguration.


Senators are encouraged to send dues forms to those faculty who haven’t yet signed up for dues.

FSA – Paul Starer


Paul passed out a FAQ sheet for FSA’s and reminded senators that he needs FSA’s attached to all classes.  He stressed that he needs the course additions by the end of the quarter.

Senate Laptop – Paul Starer


Paul is requesting a block grant for $3000 (to be submitted to VP Shirley Barker) for the purchase of a laptop for Senate use.  If the grant is denied, the Senate should expect a funding request for this purchase.
