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Repetition of credit courses for which substandard academic work has been recorded

Substandard academic work means course work for which the grading symbols “D,” “F,” “FW,” “NP” or “NC” have been recorded.  Students may repeat a course two times in an effort to alleviate substandard academic work.  Upon petition by the student, a third repetition of a course in which substandard academic work has previously been recorded may be permitted, provided the District finds that there are extenuating circumstances which justify an additional repetition.  Extenuating circumstances are verified cases of accidents, illness, or other circumstances beyond the control of the student.  The previous grade and credit may be disregarded in computing the student's GPA each time the course is repeated.

Course repetition absent substandard academic work

Repetition of courses for which substandard academic work has not been recorded shall be permitted only upon petition of the student and with the written permission of the appropriate dean or the Academic Council based on a finding that the student's previous grade is, at least in part, the result of extenuating circumstances.  Extenuating circumstances are verified cases of accidents, illness, or other circumstances beyond the control of the student.  Grades awarded for courses repeated under this subdivision shall not be counted in calculating a student's grade point average.

Students with a disability may repeat a special class for students with disabilities any number of times based on an individualized determination that such repetition is required as a disability-related accommodation for that particular student (see AP 5078 – Course Repeatability for Students with Disabilities).

Repetition of a course may be permitted if it is determined that there has been a significant lapse of time since the student previously took the course.  A student may be required to repeat a course that has an established recency prerequisite.

Repetition shall be permitted, without petition, in instances when such repetition is necessary for a student to meet a legally mandated training requirement as a condition of continued paid or volunteer employment.

Repetition in activity courses are subject to the conditions in Title 5 Section 55042.

Students who have received a “W” in the same course four times may not enroll a fifth time.  Instead, they will be referred to counseling or retention services.
