1. Scheduling: There is a -7.5% decrease for face to face Studio Art FTES.and a 51.6% increase for fully online Studio Art
FTES. This is due to the needs for student's schedules.  


2. Culturally relevant pedagogy: There is a -7.5% decrease for face to face Studio Art FTES.and a 51.6% increase for fully
online Studio Art FTES. This is due to the integration of culturally relevant pedagogy in our online art courses.


3. The curriculum and course materials are current:  Our online Art 4A Fundamentals in Drawing class is staying current with
trends for teaching.  -49.8% decrease for FTES for face-to-face classes while online this course has a 59.0% increase in
FTES.


4. Instructional modality of the program course(s) delivery:  Due to the shelter in place orders, we had a decrease FTES in
2020. We generally have 4 sections of Ceramics on campus per quarter. Some of our ceramic classes such as Potters’ wheel
I and II could not be offered online.

Work closely with the web marketing team in the 2020s to advertise our new fully online Arts degree on our Foothill College
website.

5. Equity: As a result of our full-time art faculty taking equity-related professional development, we are making changes to our


curriculum and are noticing a positive outcome of our FTES.
6. Degree/Certificate Requirements: ART 72, Studio Art Portfolio Preparation was removed from our Art AA degree/ certificate


of achievement.  It has not changed our FTES since it was stacked with a GID portfolio class.

1. Scheduling: The data trend shows a decrease of -15.8% of sections from 2015-2020.   There was a substantial decrease
from 95 sections offered in 2018-19 to 80 sections offered in 2019-20. This is due to the course families and district-wide
repeatability restrictions.


2. Instructional Modality: The data shows a decrease of 29.9% of sections from 2015-2020 for face-to-face classes.  In 2018-
19 there were 72 sections and in 2019-20 there were 54 sections.   Not all face-to-face classes can be offered online.


3. Increase FTEF: The data shows an increase of 28.6% of sections from 2015-2020 for fully online courses. In 2018-19 we had
an increased enrollment and 6 sections online of Art 15A digital painting offered.


4. Degree/Certificate Requirements: There was an increase of sections for Art 45A Ceramic Hand-building from 6 sections in
2015 to 9 sections in 2020. We added Art 45A as an alternative core to art 5B for our Foothill ART Degree.

Narrative: No action plan is necessary for this section. However, it is important to note that we did stack classes between
2015-2020 for face-to-face painting, drawing, and ceramic classes. In the past, the department stacked multiple levels of oil
and acrylic painting.  In 2020-21, there has been enough enrollment to fill up sections without stacking for painting and
ceramics when it is offered fully online.
We are working with our Vice President, Dean, Foothill, and Deanza Art colleagues to revisit our district course families. The
course families and schedule of district-wide courses decreased our face-to-face enrollment for ceramics and painting.

This course is on multiple program sheets including,
Theater Tech, Art history, and GID, and is a GID for the humanities. 


3. Instructional modality of the program course(s) delivery:   Our high-quality online instructional modality has gained a
reputation over our face to face offerings. Our face to face productivity had a decrease of -7.7%. In 2018-19 a productivity of
474 and in 2019-20 of 433. Equity and equipment restrictions decreased our face to face productivity.


4. Online Offerings: In 2020, our online studio art program has a reputation for being a strong program.  Learn.org ranks our
Foothill College Art program as having the #1 online (community college) art program in the nation. Sixth overall.

1. Industry trends: Our program's data trends match the statewide trends for enrollment by gender.  The trends come directly
from the Chancellor's Office Launchboard (and their Community College Pipeline data) in the CCC system. Overall in CA,
Community colleges, the enrollment for females is 54% and for males, it is 45%. However, Foothill, the enrollment is 66%
females and 33% males. Data is reviewed by the Chancellor's Office Launchboard (and their Community College Pipeline
data) in the CCC system.


2. Hiring practice: We had two male teachers retire 5 years ago that attracted more male students. These faculty were in both
art/GID. This could be a reason for the larger amount of females to males.


3. Data-Driven: Two-thirds of enrollment in our program is female and one-third is male.  Compared to the College's average of
51% Female to 47% Male, we have 66% Female and 33% Male.  We have slightly more Females taking our Art courses than
the College's average.


4. Instructional modality of the program course(s) delivery: The past 5 years we have consistently offered classes from 10
am -1 pm to fit mother's schedules while their kids are at school. This may be a reason why we have more females enrolled in
our courses

From reviewing the data below, our enrollment does not mirror the college’s ethnic distribution. We need some improvement to
meet the standard for Asian students in our program.
We have 10% fewer Asian students taking our Studio Art courses compared to the College's average.  Compared to the
Statewide average for enrollment distribution for Asian students in Art classes, we are close to the same. The state average is
25% Asian students while ours is 28% Asian.



1. Data-Driven: Art 4D Figure Drawing 1 and Heads and Hands Drawing are our highest productive and successful face-to-face
courses for African American, Latinx, and Pacific Islander students. From student's feedback, they say they want to draw from
subject matter that looks like them.


2. Culturally relevant pedagogy and/or curriculum: Our action plan to advertise on social medial and recruit more Asian and
African American life figure models for our Figure and Heads and Hands drawing classes.  We listened to the students'
requests to have more diverse ethnic life models.  In Spring 2020, the students requested more diversity of models.


3. Hiring practices: Between 2015-2018 we worked with the models guild.  In spring 2019, the new district policy changed the
life models' job from independent contractors to become temporary employees.  We moved from diverse ethnic models to all-
white models.  The intensive on-boarding process of these models limited the range of ethnicity and also equity for our
students.


4. Scheduling: We schedule Figure Drawing and Heads and hands drawing in the Winter and Spring quarter to fit student's
needs and to fill enrollment. We don't offer these classes in the same quarter. Students need both classes to fulfill a transfer
requirement.


5. Outreach initiatives: In Summer 2020 studio art faculty advertised on social media for African American models. We plan to
ask Outreach and/or HR to advertise for more diversity of models. We can outreach to more ethnicities in Athletics to take our
Art GE courses.

83% of the students were consistently successful. There was a slight and steady increase in students' success for (Asian,
White, Pacific Islander, Native American and Decline to State. From 2015 84% were successful and in 2020 88% of the
students were successful. Comparing both ethnic groups to our entire average, we would conclude the success is flat or no
change.
Instructional modality of the program course(s) delivery:  We use instructional modalities to retain students in the first two
weeks of the quarter. Fewer students withdrew from our Studio Art courses from 2015-2020. In 2015 9% withdrew and in 2020
7% withdrew.
Culturally relevant pedagogy and/or curriculum: Our Studio Art faculty have participated in professional development
equity workshops such as CUE, Courageous Conversations, and culturally responsive teaching and the brain courses to find
ways to retain students.

1. Instructional modality of the program course(s) delivery: We will continue to work on improving our course delivery for
online and face-to-face to address the 5% difference of success for African American, Latinx, and Filipinx students.


2. Culturally relevant pedagogy and/or curriculum: We plan to continue to use Culturally Responsive Teaching and the Brain
as a department model or value system for teaching our Studio Art courses.


3. Outreach initiatives:  Art instructors will reach out to outreach and mental health services to provide more classroom
presentations on suicide, mental health support, and Canvas help desk support for our students. We are also working with an
action plan of empathy for our student's equity issues. Our students are currently facing food and housing insecurities, mental
health issues, homelessness, and unstable Wi-fi.


4. Hiring Practices: We will work with our dean to hire new adjunct art faculty that have a concern for empathy for our students
and the need for student support services.  By empathizing with these issues and directing students to student services we
hope to see improvement with course success.

Culturally relevant pedagogy and/or curriculum:  The success trends or increase is due to faculty adding culturally relevant
pedagogy to face-to-face and online Canvas course modules. Faculty applied new understandings of culturally relevant
pedagogy from participating in Foothill College professional development workshops.
Scheduling: More courses were offered weeknights, weekends, hybrid and online to increase the success data.
Hiring Practices: We offered dual enrollment for drawing and ceramics in 2019-2020 that may have increased the success.

C. Regional Labor Demand


The advisory board commended the smooth transition online by the program faculty in 2018
The advisory board noted that Foothill is one of community colleges in the region that offers a comprehensive GIST
certificate program (the other is Diablo Valley). Other schools offer 1-3 GIS classes. Notably, students who take an
introductory GIS class at Skyline or San Francisco City college will often transfer to Foothill to obtain an industry-approved
certificate
The advisory board has consistently commended the program on the well rounded nature of students completing the
program with both technical and ''soft'' skills desired by employers
The advisory board has commended the program on the up-to-date software skills possessed by program graduates


In response to declining enrollment in 2015-17 the advisory board suggested that the GIST program move entirely online. This
was due to the nature of the student body who are predominately working professionals seeking to upskill. These professionals
often are challenged to attend face to face classes in the evenings after working all day. In addition, the advisory board noted that
with online classes the program would be able to draw from a larger area and meet the needs of professionals such as forest
service workers who do not live near to a college.


The program has moved online with support from the Online Learning Office and ETS who has provided cloud-based ''virtual
desktops'' that students can use to run GIS software over the cloud. The largest barrier that the program has faced is student
access to adequate technology to successfully complete program requirements. Students must either own a robust PC computer
so that they can download and run the GIS software, or rely on a very stable internet connection to run the software on a virtual
desktop. Students who do not have strong and stable internet connections struggle to successfully run the virtual desktop GIS
software.

Foothill College fills a
demand in the regional labor market. Foothill is one of two community colleges in the Bay Region to offer GIST Certificates and
AS degree programs. While several other colleges offer GIST coursework (1-2 classes), Foothill and Diablo Valley College meet a
need in the regional labor market for a robust GIS education by offering comprehensive certificates and degrees in the field.

Students included in this survey completed one or more GIS classes, but may not have
GIS as their primary occupation. The ''Median Wage'' of graduates reflects the varying composition and wide pay range of the jobs
that require GIST skills.

As the program moved online in 2018, the program struggled to have students complete their degrees/certificates as many
students were ''drop in'' for specific skills and did not see the need to complete the full certificate. This problem is compounded by
the GIST industry not having a formal accrediting body or licensure exam. Program faculty are working to encourage students to
complete their full certificates, and are also encouraging students to apply for the lower level certificates that they may not realize
that they qualify for.

The trend for male, female, and non-binary enrollment has remained relatively flat from 2015-16 to 2019-20. Differences in
fluctuation rates remain between 1 to 3% for all groups across five years. Compared to 2017-2018, the 2019-20 enrollment for
females decreased by 3%. But compared to the 2018-2019 enrollment trends, female enrollment trends increased in 2019-20 by
1%. A fluctuation rate of 1 to 3% in both male and female distribution shows a relatively unchanged rate of enrollment by gender.
We understand that, generally and stereotypically, some degree programs attract more of one gender than the other. According to
2011 U.S. Census Bureau data, 3.2 million nurses (91%) were female. But our program has supported students who are pursuing
academic degrees or vocational opportunities across all college curricula. And, to an extent, we've maintained partnerships with the
same industries over the last five years, suggesting our enrollments haven't been impacted by issues related to labor-market trends.
We believe these are the reasons our enrollment by gender has remained flat. Our program has discussed creating new
partnerships with different organizations and degree programs, but we don't anticipate much fluctuation in enrollment by gender.

Asian
No change has occurred with enrollment distribution for Asian students in the ESLL program. Asian students still
constitute more than half of our student enrollment. ESLL is 20% higher than the college's Asian student enrollment
overall. The three largest sending countries for international students are Asian countries: China, India, and Korea.


Latinx
It's possible that Latinx enrollment distribution is low because of the disproportionate impact that national immigration
policies have had on Latinx communities and/or the relatively low number of Latinx students living in the district's service
areas. About 7% of Palo Alto residents are Latinx. U.S. Census data for Mountain View reveals that 15% of its residents
are Latinx or Hispanic. And data from the same source shows that only 3.3% of Cuppertino's population reports being
Latinx/Hispanic. Compared to census data and residency, it would seem our program serves the Latinx community that
is available to be served. However, we recognize there may be opportunities to capture more students. We propose a
few ways to address these disparities below. 


Decline to State:
In 2015-2016, we had 36% of our students decline to state their ethnicity. We believe many international students aren't
sure of what to do when offered options to select an ethno-racial identity marker, especially when presented with these
options for the first time. However, we saw a significant decrease in the Decline to State numbers from the first year of
reporting to the final year. From 2015-16 to 2016-2017, the percentage for students who declined to state dropped from
36% to 5% the following year, which marked a 31% decrease. The percentages remained steady for subsequent years,
we imagine students started receiving more guidance during the CCC apply process between 2015-16 and 2016-17. It's
possible this guidance came from orientation.

There was a steady increase in female success rates from 2015-2018 followed by a gradual decline in success rates of this group
from the peak 88% in 2017-18 down to 82% in 2019-2020. The onset of the Covid-19 pandemic, compounded with the sudden
switch to fully online classes, undoubtedly factored into the recent decline. With more women being responsible for their children's
schooling at home and being disproportionately impacted by employment challenges, they are having to juggle more responsibilities
and have less time for classes and studying. With the exception of a sharp increase in success rates from 70% in the 2015-2016 to
78% the following academic year, male success rates remained flat with only a small decline of 3% in 2019-2020. Again, reasons for
this decline are likely attributed to COVI and the resulting social and economic impacts.

Among the groups that have a significant data set, Asians and Decline to State seem to trend above other groups. We've
considered a number of questions that might better inform the way we look at this data trend. One question might be why are so
many students choosing Decline to State? And what are their actual ethnicities? As for the Asians, we question what can be the
factors contributing to their significantly higher course success? Is it something to do with their former academic skills development
that they gained from their home countries' cultures? Are they extra motivated due to societal and family pressures? And what
behaviors do they exhibit that result in higher levels of achievement? For example, are they more likely to ask teachers for help
during office hours or at the Teaching and Learning Center. Are they simply willing and able to put more time into their homework
assignments?

As mentioned directly above, we can try to figure out why the Asian and Decline to State groups are doing significantly better in
terms of course success (perhaps through surveys), and then find ways to provide targeted support to the other groups who have
not been showing the same levels of success to the extent possible by connecting them to resources such as Pass the Torch and

providing details to the members of the instructional support teams who can provide targeted help in the areas of study skills, time
management, and so on.


Final Section: Tying it all together 


We in the ESLL department have explained above and below some of the causes for the trends that have resulted in
historically low enrollment in our for-credit courses in particular, such as the college’s transition from a growth model of
class management to a productivity model and the effects this has had on students in terms of needing to go outside our
program in order to fill out their ESLL learning schedules. We have also highlighted some of the actions we have taken to
build back enrollment, especially in the areas of expanded non-credit course offerings (and related outreach), as well as
the addition of mirrored sections of classes at the intermediate level of our program. 


Moving forward, in order to continue the growth of our program as a whole, we propose the following strategies, and
assert that they should be undertaken simultaneously in collaboration with the college administration and our department:


1. Our department will continue to make changes to our curriculum in ways that meet the needs of  student populations
we encounter today and in the coming years (as outlined below).


2. We need the college to incrementally increase the number of sections offered for each course, including adding more
classes in the afternoon and evening.


3. We emphasize that the success of the two strategies just mentioned will be very much interdependent on a third key
strategy, which is to continually increase outreach and marketing for all aspects of our program from top to bottom,
and we acknowledge that we must take an active role as partners in this process as well.


Below, we discuss in detail the potential reasons for overall decreases in enrollment trends for FTES, Sections, and Productivity:


Productivity-driven section management


-The campus-wide trend toward productivity has made it harder for our dean to offer sections that are not close to the maximum
seat count, thus resulting in a decreased number of sections offered.


- Our low number of sections in some ways brings on a descending spiral in that it makes it so that we don't have many options for
students with a variety of scheduling availabilities (and constraints), which results in low enrollments (perhaps in part due to
students opting for classes at De Anza, where they have been able to maintain a wide range of scheduling options with multiple
sections offered at multiple times).


Course sections decreased 60.7% (from 89 sections in 2015-16 to 35 in 2019-20), creating scheduling challenges
which have made classes less accessible for students


The course sections decreased 60.7%, from 89 in 2015-16 to just 35 in 2019-20. This drastic decrease in course offerings can
create scheduling challenges for students. For students who work, limited scheduling makes our classes inaccessible. Many
students have voiced their preference for afternoon and evening classes. But scheduling challenges have forced students to take
classes at different locations, such as adult schools and other community colleges, creating their own specialized learning program
and taking classes a-la-cart rather than in one comprehensive program. When students have to compete for one early morning
class, they are forced to go elsewhere. 


-Online learning has the potential to offer more flexibility, accessibility, and overall convenience for students. Commuting to work
would no longer serve as a deterrent to getting an education. However, these potential advantages are lost on our program. With so
few sections, students report having to drop our classes or miss class due to work. In some cases, students are joining our classes
from their workstations or leaving 10 minutes early in order to catch work meetings. In other words, students have to juggle between
work and class within the same hour or time frame, which could potentially have negative impacts on actual language acquisition,
participation, goal attainment, and retention in the long run. 


We discuss a few remedies to these issues in the last part of this section. 


Enrollments declined 69%, from 2,133 students in 2015-16 to 661 students in 2019-20


Within the last five years, a number of compounding issues and changes to our curriculum contributed to the drastic decline of
enrollment. Several temporary full-time faculty during that period were laid off, and two of our senior full-time faculty with strong
student followings retired. We deactivated ESLL 26, our transfer-level writing course which was attractive for students since it
satisfied the English requirement for getting an AA degree. ESLL 25 changed to ESLL 125, which rendered it non-transferable. We
stopped offering ESLL 235, which was the only credit listening and speaking class available for students. And due to a decline in
course offerings, students remained waitlisted for our entry-level courses for our credit classes. And instead of waiting to take the
classes in subsequent terms, students went elsewhere. 


Covid-19
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COVID-19 drastically impacted international student mobility and their overall confidence in international travel. With the onset of air
travel restrictions, the U.S. coronavirus travel bans, and the suspension of visa services in Spring 2019, many of our students may
not have been able to return for Fall 2019. One student, in particular, reported having to move from country to country during that
time, joining class from different time zones. Another student acknowledged that he missed two weeks of instruction because he
was being quarantined without internet connection. This might explain why our FTES enrollment between 2018-19 to 2019-20
decreased by 42 students, which contributes to our 5 year decrease of 69.4%. 


Reduced outreach and marketing  since 2018 with the loss of Gabriel Lomeli, who did outreach and marketing specifically
for ESLL. Additionally, the most drastic declines in enrollment occurred between the 2016-17 and 2017-18 school years,
which may be a result of political factors, such as national immigration policies and rising Anti-Asian sentiment 


-The drop in ESLL sections coincided with the election of Donald Trump and his various travel bans on travelers from abroad and
looming restrictions on various types of travel visas, resulting in a "Trump effect" which is believed to have scared away international
(F1 visa) students, which may be a significant part of the decline in enrollment and thus sections offered. 


The travel ban, especially in relation to COVID-19 relations


-Trump also had temporarily tried to ban international students from studying in the USA during the period during the COVID-19
shutdowns which caused in-person learning on college campuses. Although this ban was quickly rejected by courts, it is believed to
have caused large numbers of F1 students to leave the USA and forego taking classes until a safe return to on-campus learning is
possible.


Campus shutdowns due to COVID-19 and the resulting move to fully online and/or virtual modalities 
International students are drawn to the various conveniences associated with the living and studying in the area
around De Anza more so than Foothill


The new affordable housing initiative speaks not only to the high cost of housing for students at Foothill but also the long-standing
issues related to convenience and accessibility. Foothill students report having to take long routes on public transportation with
multiple transitions. Others have to use expensive public taxis and ride sharing options in order to make it to class. Over the years,
the bus lines passing through Foothill diminished from two to one. The frequency of pick ups and drop offs also
diminished. There used to be a bus/shuttle that went from Foothill to De Anza that is no longer available. Finally, the
affluent and homogeneous community in Palo Alto seems inaccessible for our students, at least anecdotally. At De Anza,
students will find neighborhoods and communities that are more diverse. Based on city and census data, the populations
in Cupertino had 63.3% Asian compared to Los Alto's 32.5%. They might feel more at home with densely populated more
diverse. Anecdotally, we’ve heard students report enjoying international food and neighborhoods, shops, restaurants,
shops, relatively exciting urban environment. These speak to convenience rather than preference. 


Significant number of long-time faculty retirements and decrease in 1320 budget.


- We lost several long-time full-time faculty, who may have had a strong following among students, which would have also been
affected by their departure. We believe this is specifically tied to a decrease in enrollment.  


- The FT retirements and elimination of temp FT positions in relation to increased need for 1320, put increased budgetary
constraints on scheduling. 


-Our outreach coordinator, Gabe, left. He was really great at establishing connections in the community, such as the Boys and Girls
Club at Menlo Park. His absence negatively impacted enrollment since it meant we no longer had NCEL exposure in these broader
communities. When he left, the position was dissolved. 


AB705/Guided Self-Placement


- AB 705 has made it much easier for students to forego ESLL courses and jump directly to transfer-level English coursework. This
is especially impactful to our program because our student population in our credit program is mainly international students, and this
population is known for tending to try moving through to transfer as soon as possible (largely due to the need to reduce time and
expenses on education). By this point, most students are self-placing into our highest levels (Level 4 and Level 5) or going straight
into English 1A. 


The steady decrease in ESLL FTS, sections, and productivity are also in part due to certain areas that are within
department control, such as the following items: 


Outdated ESLL website


- Our website has not been updated in terms of aesthetics and clarity for many years, thus having a poor effect in terms of attracting
new students.


Elimination of transfer-level course ESLL 26


- We eliminated our transfer level course, ESLL 26, which usually yielded about 1-2 sections per quarter. (We should re-activate a
course similar to this one).


Curriculum and offerings require updates
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This form is completed and ready for acceptance.

- We need to keep evolving our curriculum and course offerings to meet the ever evolving needs of students, especially in the new
AB 705/Guided Pathways era. Instructors in other disciplines have shared their interest in collaborating with the ESLL department,
which suggests there are opportunities to tailor our curriculum to the specific needs of other disciplines. 


Liaison with campus partners for outreach, etc.


- We need to work more continuously with partners on campus in areas such as assessment, outreach, marketing, the International
Students Office, and so on in order to make our programs as visible and compelling as possible to prospective students.


- Despite the decreases in sections, we hope to see the data for upcoming years showing the positive effects of the recently
implemented mirrored course offerings in our Level 3 and Level 4 courses (which began in 2020-21), which seem to be making it
possible for our dean to run sections of our credit courses that would otherwise not make enrollment without their non-credit
mirrored counter-parts.


Implementation of AB705 
Implementation of AB705 meant students were leaving ESLL courses and going straight to English 1A, favoring
expediency over competency.


The absence of an ESLL

Economics FTES fell 8.2% over the 4-year span, slightly less than the overall Foothill college FTES decline of 13.1%.  At the
department level, course sections have fallen 13.8% (58 to 50) due to budget reductions. At times scheduled courses have been
cancelled just prior to the quarter beginning in order to improve productivity. This has negatively impacted enrollment, WSCH, and
FTES.  The strength of the local economy and robust labor market prior to the pandemic may have also contributed to falling
enrollment.

Over the last couple of years the department has tried to offer an expanded set of class start times - moving somewhat away from
the standard 8 AM and 10 AM time slots. Also we have added fully synchronous classes that meet 2 x / week rather than 3 (our core
classes are 5 units). We will continue this going forward and also plan to expand hybrid offerings. In addition, an Economics degree
informational flier is in the early stages of planning - we hope to have this ready for distribution to students by Fall 2021.

Harvard Economist Claudia Golden reveals that in 2011, as a share of BA
degrees, for every 1 female Econ BA there were 2.9 male Econ BA degrees
(https://scholar.harvard.edu/files/goldin/files/claudia_gender_paper.pdf).  She posits, "Too often students think that economics is
only for those who want to work in the financial and the corporate sectors. Many do not realize that economics is also for those who
have broad intellectual interests... include reducing crime, obesity, inequality, terrorism, poverty and infectious disease, to mention a
few of the areas in which economists have advanced knowledge."  To combat this, and other disparities, we have begun the process
of creating the informational flier already mentioned - with the specific goal of encouraging under-represented populations, including
females, to give Econ a chance.

The success gap shrank slightly over the years considered - from 24% ('15-'16) to 18% ('19-'20). Thankfully this was due to greater
success for high-opportunity students (as opposed to lower success for the higher-achieving group). It is difficult to know the cause
of this - perhaps it has to do with the hiring of the Econ tutors as of Fall 2016. Presumably tutors would have a larger positive impact
on lower-performing students who are in more need of greater direction and hands on assistance.

As stated above, we will carry over recent improvements in our online courses to create "modified" flipped-classroom structures,
and hybrid classes going forward. The belief is hands on practice is essential to mastery - and will be done inside the classroom to a
greater extent. 


We recognized the high cost of textbooks is an inequitable barrier for lower income, often African American and LatinX, students.
 Prior to the '19-'20 academic year, we had the library purchase over 50 textbooks for both core classes to go along with the dozens
of older editions of the same text (which we allow students to use). FT faculty use the same textbook. We also purchased textbooks
for the non-core courses (Global Economics and Political Economy) such that all students can get a free book from library reserve.  


Both FT faculty, and one adjunct, participated in the Winter 2020 Book Club reading of "How To Be An Anti-Racist." In addition, we
have actively shared and encourage all Econ instructors to add equity-focused content on racial inequality. We also are encouraging
the active introduction of videos / content from non-White economists. 


We are still in the process of integrating our econ tutors more fully in all classes. This will continue.

It is difficult to say what is causing trends as there are so many unobservable variables at play.  In addition, the trends in most of the
data are slight - meaning we may be theorizing about random variation. Still, we can say one of the new Econ tutors is female -so
perhaps that has a positive impact on female course success rates. The composition of the faculty has not changed (2 FT male
instructors, 2 adjunct female instructors, 1 adjunct male instructor).


It is worth noting that Non-Binary is not listed.  In its place is the category "Not Reported".  Assuming they are associated, this
category represents an extremely small subset of the overall sample size of roughly 1,800 students the department serves annually.
 As a result, a very small increase in non-success from zero to 2 students from 2018-19 to 2019-20 resulted in an increase from 0%
to 29%.  If one is looking solely at percentage trends, this would suggest the program is doing a poor job with this cohort.  However,
only two students were not successful.  It would be inefficient to make substantive changes to the department and our pedagogy for
just two students.  The department will, of course, continue to innovate and employ creative pedagogical approaches to engage all
of our students to help them achieve success in our courses.

Again, we note it is difficult for faculty to explain these trends with confidence, the trends tend to be slight, and/or the number of
students, in some cases, is small. Given these qualifications, the data reveal declining success rates for two groups: Native
Americans and Decline To State.


Native American: the sample size is tiny (ranges from 3 to 10 students).  As such, one student becoming successful or
unsuccessful affects the success rate dramatically.  No concrete conclusions can be drawn.
Decline to State: The sample size shrank quite dramatically between 2015-16 to 2018-19, with a slight increase shown in
2019-20.  Given that the only cohort that significantly increased enrollment over these years was LatinX (from 14% to 24%) it
seems plausible that many of those that declined in '15-'16 chose LatinX in later years.

In addition, success gaps are more pronounced in Economics (roughly 20% in Econ vs 10% for the school). Whites and Asians
have success rates in the mid-70%s, while African American and LatinX populations have success rates in the mid-50%s. 


There are presumably a wide range of complex socio-economic and racial barriers that explain this gap:


Differences in student preparedness as they step on campus: students from higher income areas typically have been better
prepared to succeed in college. They are more likely to have parents that have succeeded in college and come from high schools
where expectations of college are transmitted both from peers and faculty/staff. This manifests itself in both observable traits (for
example, poor note-taking skills) and unobservable traits (feeling out of place). 


Differences in extra-curricular demands: students from lower income areas are more likely to have to work to help support their
families. They may not have time to get involved in campus clubs and activities - and, thus, feel less attached to the school. 


Other barriers: Financial and mental stress are more likely to become barriers for non-White/Asian students. Having to take the bus
to campus, alone, is a barrier. 


An anecdotal story specific to Economics: Economics, like STEM, tends to have less room for subjectivity in grading. This becomes
clear to me (Brian Evans) when I teach Political Economy and end with much higher success rates than I see in Micro and Macro.
My assessments in Political Economy are far more subjective - essays and presentations - compared to assessments in the core
Econ classes (there is no partial credit for an incorrect demand shift). The result is it is far easier to give a C in Political Economy
than in Economics. This, to me, is a logical explanation for both lower success rates in general and also the wider success gaps
found in Economics. Clearly, students that face the barriers described above are the ones most likely to fail an objectively graded
analytical question.

Unfortunately there are no easy fixes to systemic problems that originate beyond our campus. Nothing we do can erase gaps 18
years in the making. However, we can be student-ready by providing support that allows high-opportunity students their best shot at
academic success. Some ideas: 


Smaller class sizes. Seat counts of 50 are nice for productivity - but there is a trade-off. Our ability to get to know our students on a
more personal level declines with class size. The downside is heightened for those students that do not have the luxury to attend
office hours or join clubs - class time is the only meaningful interaction they will have with their instructors. 


Online ethnically targeted peer tutors. Students often absorb information from a peer more readily than from an Instructor of different
race and generation. This is fantastic on campus - but we propose that this be expanded and advertised for online tutoring as well -
on top of, or perhaps in coordination with, our current Econ tutors. Can the school institute a "program" in which faculty nominate
successful students (by ethnicity) to become peer tutors for that class? It seems students might be excited to be given this honor -
and it is something faculty can focus on when writing letters of recommendation. 


Student cohorts. As connection with the school is instrumental in ensuring persistence, the school should encourage all "cohort"
type programs, such as Puente, Mellon Scholars, FYE, and Umoja. 


Juneteenth celebration in which we award and honor some top African American scholars - ideally with non-trivial transfer
scholarships.

It seems the wording to explain trends ("Explain why this trend is happening...") is too strong. There are many unobservable factors
such that no instructor can say with confidence much about causations. We believe softer wording, like, "Do you have any insight as
to why this trend is occurring?" - something like that - might be more appropriate.

The disparity in success rates (9% points in 2015-2016) increased to 14% points (2019-2020).
Also, the withdrew rates increased from 3% difference (2015-2016) to 7% difference last year.


From 2015-2017 there was a slight increase in success rates for disproportionately impacted students, thereby beginning to close
the gap. These years suggest positive movement towards parity in success rates.


In 2018 and 2019, however, there was regression in success for DI student populations. Along with the full integration of AB 705
and the subsequent COVID-19 response came an increased disparity in success rates.

The Geospatial Technology program has weathered several major transitions in the past five years. The program shifted its offerings
to the Sunnyvale Center when it opened in Fall of 2016. The program suffered a decline in enrollment in the subsequent years.
Anecdotally this may have been due to the difficulty in accessing the Sunnyvale Center for evening classes due to gridlock traffic in
its 101/237 location. On the advice of its advisory board, in fall of 2018 the GIST program moved 100% online. This has drastically
increased program enrollment and productivity. The program is dominated by lab-based classes that have a limited seat count of 35,
effectively capping possible productivity.

The faculty, in consultation with the professional advisory board, moved the program online in fall 2018. This was possible with the
support of ETS who provided cloud-based ''virtual desktops'' that students can login to remotely and run the specialized GIS
software. The GIS software requires robust PC computers, and the cloud-based virtual desktops allow students on any computer
platform to run the software if they have a strong and stable internet connection. If students own robust PC computers they also
have the option to download and run the GIS software on their own computer thanks to the college site license for the GIS software.
The action proposed to stabilize/increase FTES is to additional sections of GIST 11 and GIST 12, the two ''gateway'' courses to the
program. GIST 11 is entirely lecture, so has higher productivity which stands to benefit the program. The faculty will continue multi-
pronged outreach efforts also.

The GIST program in the past 5 years offered the minimum number of sections required to allow students to earn their degree or
certificate. The increase in WSCH and productivity is the result of these classes being fully enrolled. It is the goal of the program to
offer additional sections of the ''gateway'' classes, GIST 11 and 12 to increase interest in the program. In addition, GIST 11 and 12
are required for several AA and AA-T degrees, so also attract transfer students who do not intend to earn a CTE certificate. It is the
goal of the program to run two to three full sections annually of the two introductory classes (GIST 11 and GIST 12), with an aim to
fill the advanced program classes after natural attrition. The program is small (under 50 FTES) and is intended to remain small, as
this satisfies the demands of regional workforce.

The percentages of disproportionately impacted groups in the GIST program appears to vary due to small overall numbers. The
overall enrollment of the program has increased, but the raw numbers of the disproportionally impacted groups has stayed constant.
The largest change has been in the Decline to State group. The overall trend is that there is a higher fraction of whites in the
program. This aligns with the technology industry in general (nationally, the tech industry is 68% white). For example:

A decline in success has been observed across all ethnic groups over the past five year. In some cases (Native American,  Pacific
Islander) the numbers are too small to discern a specific trend. However, all groups appear to have been affected by the move
online and the required access to technology (robust internet connection or personal PC computer) for program success. As noted
previously, the most significant trend in success rates is an outsized lack of success among low income students, many of which fall
into the African American and Latinx ethnic categories. Low income students are far more likely to access the internet through hot
spot or poor wifi connection which renders the cloud ''virtual desktop'' computers useless for running GIS software virtually.

End-of-tern FTES declined 32.2% (from 427 to 353) over the 5-yr period. This is due primarily to FT faculty retirements combined
with our efforts to support the Division's goal of improved productivity. Sections were cut by 22.5% (from 120 to 93). Section cuts
occurred across the Department’s offerings, but the majority of cuts were in Music 1 (which was reduced from 14 to 8) and Music 8
(reduced from 23 to 17). 


An additional course cut was Music 11 (a series of History/Lit courses focusing on popular genres such as jazz, swing, and funk)
which was dropped by former Dean Mark Anderson presumably because of his retirement, as he was the instructor, combined with
the fact that the content duplicated material covered in Music 8. The decline in Music 3ABC enrollment reflects a national downward
trend in interest in courses that cover "classical" composition practices and that prepare students for transfer to institutions offering
traditional Music Degree programs. 


 While section cuts have shrunk the Department and its offerings, we are very proud of our accomplishment of increasing
productivity 21.8% (from 589 to 718). At 718, we are significantly higher than the College productivity of 532 in 2019-20 and the Fine
Arts Division's productivity of 597.

The Department could increase FTES by reinstating some of the sections that were canceled or in some instances, increasing the
number of sections offered. This is supported by the Section Fill Rate Trends since 2018-19, particularly in the case of Music 2ABC
and their cross-listed Honors sections (ranging from 102%-128%), Music 8 and its cross-listed Honors section (104%), and some of
the History/Literature courses that primarily support our companion program, Music Technology, such as Music 11 (ranging from
82% to 108%). While this would increase FTES, it would likely reduce productivity. In addition, changed enrollment trends appear to
indicate that our current offerings are efficiently meeting the needs of students.

At 43%, the Department's female enrollment is 8% lower than the College average of 51%. At 56%, the Department's male
enrollment is 9% higher than the College average of 47%. This disparity may be explained by nationwide data that indicates
significantly more males pursue music careers, a trend that is explained in the Program Review of our vocational companion
program, Music Technology (quoted below). While we recognize that this explanation focuses on the gender gap in music vocational
programs, we believe a parallel trend occurs in traditional music programs, since even in these programs, students are hoping to
pursue careers in music.


"Nationwide, higher-education statistics confirm very few women enter music technology programs. The University of Colorado, for
example, typically has six women or less who apply for its Recording Arts Program each year out of 50-75 applicants."


We are hoping that the action steps that we are taking to address equity in general as outlined in our Music Department Equity Plan
and described in a subsequent text box, will also help achieve greater gender parity.

While white students have remained consistent (29%), we have seen a significant increase in Asian students (28% to 38%), a small
increase in Latinx (18% to 20%), and a flat or very slightly declining enrollment in African American (6% to 5%), Filipinx (5% to 4%),
Native American (1% to 0%), and Pacific Islander (1% to 1%).

F. Student Course Success





"Equity and inclusive teaching have received increased attention at Foothill College as well as on college and university campuses
around the country. The Foothill College Music Department has been committed to supporting all students’ success for decades, but
we have increased our efforts during the most recent 5-year Program Review period. As a result, our success rate has grown from
79% (2015-16) to 87% (2019-20). 


Our efforts have been grounded in our passion for effective teaching as well as our knowledge of the research that has
demonstrated that students’ perceptions of class climate dramatically impact how well they learn. Unfortunately, although our
student success rate has increased generally, gains have not been experienced by all groups, as indicated in the table “Success
Rates by Ethnicity” at the end of this document.


As faculty, we want all students in our courses to have an experience that is positive and inclusive rather than “chilly” and
marginalizing. We believe this commitment is in alignment with Foothill College’s Equity Plan 2.0. We acknowledge that creating a
supportive, inclusive learning environment that promotes equity is challenging. Students can experience inclusion and disinclusion
on multiple levels, including faculty-student interactions, student-student interactions, and course content and policies.  


We have therefore used the Guide for Inclusive Teaching at Columbia (Columbia Center for Teaching and Learning, 2018) to
prompt, guide, and document our efforts to promote equity. Our intention is to use this plan in conjunction with Program Review to
improve our courses so that success is not predictable by race. This document reflects both our current efforts as well as the
strategies we commit to implementing this year." 


Within the body of the document at this point, our strategies are specified in a series of action steps organized under the following
principles:


Principle One:  Establish and support a class climate that fosters belonging for all students.
Principle Two:  Set explicit student expectations.
Principle Three: Select course content that recognizes diversity and acknowledges barriers to inclusion.
Principle Four: Design all course elements for accessibility.
Principle Five:  Reflect on one’s beliefs about teaching to maximize self-awareness and commitment to inclusion.

Nevertheless, we are always looking for ways to improve our success rates.  For example, in Music 2A,B,C and 8, we have
implemented the following strategies:


1. Using data tools to identify low performing students and then reaching out to them.
2. Implementing multiple safety nets for students to recover their grade, even if they have fallen behind.
3. Using an Instructionall Team approach that ensures quick, 24/7 response to students' questions and also provides students


with options for communicating with the instructor with whom they feel most comfortable.
4. Establishing regular Zoom meeting times for students to interact one-on-one or with their peers "in the moment."
5. Organizing courses on principles of Universal Design.
6. Implementing course differentiation principles to give students multiple choices in how they learn so that they can individualize


the experience to best meet their personal learning style, schedule, and needs.

A. Transfer


2. What does the data trend indicate about the rate and number of transferring Puente students?


It is our goal to have Foothill Puente students continue to transfer at a higher rate than non-Puente Latinx students but in a
shorter period of time, within 3-4 years. With changes in the Puente course sequence related to AB705, along with the
implementation of Foothill College Promise and the future of Guided Pathways, we anticipate shortening the amount of time
it takes for Puente students to transfer.
It is our goal to grow and maintain our new Puente Mentoring program. As noted earlier in our program review, we started a
new Mentoring  program this year. Past Puente students who have achieved the Puente mission of transferring from a
community college to a four year university and earning their degrees are returning to Foothill College to mentor the next
generation of Puente students. We are using a minute mentoring model rather than a direct matching model.
It is our goal to start a second Puente cohort so that no student is turned away from the program. Each year, we have a
number of students interested in Puente that we cannot accept because w reached full capacity.


In the chart entitled Number of Transfers to Four-Year Colleges from 2013-18, it is noted that the number of Puente students who
transfer each year has increased.  Puente Statewide research also shows six-year transfer rates of all Foothill College students
by ethnicity and Puente students from the 2012-13 cohort transferring by 2017-18.  Notably, Puente students are transferring at a
higher rate than Latinx non-Puente students. However, the data also show that Puente students take more time to transfer than
Latinx non-Puente students. Since Puente is a transfer program, we are pleased to see this data and speculate that its due to
incorporating the completion of English 1A and 1B the first year in the program which according to the Loss of Momentum
Framework is an indicator of future degree completion and or transfer. The Puente program also includes counseling courses
specific to student success and transfer, a mentoring component, the practice of intrusive counseling, along with culturally
relevant curriculum. We believe that these key components of the Puente model continues to support students' academic goal of

transferring. We speculate that each year more and more Puente students are transferring due to the fact that we accept a new
cohort each year building the pool of possible Puentistas who can transfer. In addition, over the years we have tailored our
recruiting efforts to only those students who have a goal of transfer.


The data here show that although many of our students tend to work full-time or almost full-time, they are still taking more
transferable units in one academic year than students in the comparison group. With the exception of 2017-18, more students
earned transferable units in one year which is inline with our goals of preparing students for transfer. What we can learn from this
is that the program components- challenging but culturally relevant curriculum, high-touch counseling, mentorship and leadership
opportunities, and the creation of a safe space for processing learning challenges and building student skills- are all working
together to support and motivate students to meet the challenges of being a first-generation college student. 


Because one of the goals of the Puente Program is to have students be transfer-ready, they are enrolled in transferable, required
English courses. The data demonstrates that Latinx students in the program have had a higher throughput through the English
1A/ English 1B sequence than non-Puente Latinx students. With the exception of one year in particular, there is an over 50%
completion rate for Puente students. As mentioned above, one indicator of future degree completion or transfer as noted by the
Loss of Momentum Framework, is the completion of English 1A and 1B the first year. This data reassures us that we are providing
students the space and support they need to move towards their transfer goals; it is promising to see that despite the changes
we've made to the English course sequence (due to AB705), students continue to see higher rates of success in English than the
comparison group.

With the exception of one year, 2017-18, Latinx Puente students do have a higher persistence rates than the comparison group.
We measured persistence by looking at students who return to school the subsequent year that they start Puente. The Puente
Program is currently only a one-year program where students in the cohort are enrolled in classes together, but after the first year
the counselor continues to check in and work with them to ensure they are on track with their goals. We believe this continued
high-touch counseling is a major reason why persistence is notably higher for Puente students than the comparison group.
 Additionally, through increased campus participation (the Puente Club, student organizing, leadership retreats, writing retreats,
etc.) students form stronger academic identities and social capital through the program which we believe encourages them to
persist and return the following year.

The Puente Project seeks to increase the number of educationally under-served students who enroll in four-year colleges and universities, earn
degrees, and return to the community as leaders and mentors. While Puente was originally a Latinx program, it is open to all interested students,
with special consideration for first-generation college students. Students take rigorous, culturally relevant, transferable English courses the first
year of enrollment in the program. College success counseling courses are also part of the program, providing students with guidance to
navigate higher education, help them identify academic goals, choose a major, and transfer. A cohort model encourages active community
engagement and students attend cultural events and university visits to build a sense of belonging. In addition, the student's family is included in
a yearly event to help students understand their familial capital. A mentorship component encourages students to envision majors and career
options while making professional connections.

To Stabilize FTES, We Propose These Actions: 


The Puente Model will continue to embraces culturally relevant pedagogy in all Puente courses. We incorporate curriculum that validates
our students' history, culture and identity. Students often share with us that this is their first class reading books from multiple Latinx
authors. 
We will continue to work closely with Pass the Torch and connect students to tutoring services early in the quarter.
We can rearrange our sequence and have students take literature or creative writing course in the winter and 1B in the spring. This new
sequence would eliminate the loss of students between 1A and 1B. In addition, having the literature class between 1A and 1B, would give
students time to strengthen their reading and writing skills prior to taking English 1B which would ideally improve success rates in English
1B.

The data indicates a 1 percent increase in enrollment. This is not surprising as the Puente Program has always had one cohort per year, not
allowing for significant increases in sections nor students. We have a 25 student cap for composition courses and English 1A and 1B are vital
components of the Puente Program. We try to always take a few more students than the limit but not much more since we want to stay true to the
research that notes student success in composition courses improves with smaller class sizes.  To increase enrollment and sections, a second
Puente Program cohort would need to be offered. While we have requested a second cohort in all past program reviews due to student demand,
the request has always been declined due to budget restrictions. For this program, the counselor and English instructor requite reassign time. 


It is important to note that the Puente Program falls under the control of two departments- English and Counseling, and it is also under the control
of the Office of Equity. All three of these departments ultimately must work together to determine whether or not funds can be allocated for the
expansion of the Puente Program so as to allow for higher enrollment. Just as relevant to the conversation about enrollment is the fact that this
program is shaped by various parameters that are non-negotiable such as seat counts for composition courses, and a Memorandum of
Understanding (MOU) that Foothill has with the UC Berkeley office.

For the last couple of years, we've been reviewing enrollment once we hit 20 students. If at that point, we have significantly more women than
men, we then block off the remaining spots for males only. If by the end of the second summer block, it looks like we are not going to fill the
remaining spots with males, we begin to enroll the females on the waitlist. A possible solution could include extending this deadline allowing more
time for males to enroll.


Another possible solution is to recruit more male students during Athletic Opening Day. Typically that event occurs mid-August, and usually by
that time our cohort has been recruited in full.

The data shows that course success began to decrease 2017-2018, but most notably beginning 2018-2019. There are significant changes that
occurred during this time that may explain why. 


In 2017-2018, we had to open up Puente English 1B to all Foothill Students for productivity purposes. This interrupted the Puente cohort model,
allowing non-Puente students to join. Notable, too, is that this was also a year of intense anti-immigrant (especially Latinx immigrant) sentiments
and the halting of DACA, which may have impacted student motivation and therefore success. 


In 2018-2019, the Puente team completely changed with both long time Puente English instructor and counselor stepping away from Puente.  In
2019-2020 there was a change to a more accelerated course sequence due to AB705. This change eliminated use of English cut scores to
determine program eligibility. Lastly, students felt a great deal of insecurity due to pandemic and were inexperienced in asynchronous, online
learning.

Our core belief is that a personal connection, a recognition of students' cultural wealth, and an Ethnic Studies, Critical Race Theory approach in
the Puente Program can greatly improve success for BIPOC students. In counseling, students read and write about their cultural, ethnic, and
student identities, but more importantly, counseling and the Puente Counselor become central to bridging personal connections to students that
validate their presence in the classroom and on the college campus. Rendon's validation theory suggests that for many students, the impact of
someone "expressing care and concern" for them makes them feel that their "prior life experiences and knowledge" are valuable (2011). The
Puente Team, both the English Instructor and the counselor, meet weekly to discuss students' progress and the need for possible interventions.
After these meetings, the counselor follows up with students, reflecting an understanding of their personal situation and circumstances, and
ensuring the student understands that they have a support system within the context of this program.  Additionally, students read, discuss, and
understand the impact of Yasso's theory of cultural wealth in order to shift their mindsets away from deficit narratives and towards a recognition of
their strengths and assets as college students. Central to the framework of cultural wealth is Critical Race Theory which prioritizes authors, texts,
and themes from multiple racial and ethnic lenses.  In English, texts focus on intersectional issues that center all communities of color in the Bay
Area that are impacted by issues such as housing, gentrification, inequities in public education, PTSD, mass incarceration, and the
criminalization of BIPOC communities, migrants, and undocumented peoples.

Student success rates have declined from 2016-17 to 2019-2020 as noted in the previous Area F. Reasons for this decrease and solutions to
improve were mentioned in area F.  The data shows both female and male course success rates declined over this four year period. While course
success rates for both genders declined, females had slightly higher success rates than males from 2016-2018 and males had slightly higher
success rates from 2018-2020. What is interesting to note from this data, is that our female success rates decreased significantly. We speculate
cultural contexts are important to understanding this decline and gap. In Latinx communities, while men are expected to bring in income, women
are often expected to take on more home/family responsibilities. Many students live in multigenerational homes, too, which adds to the
expectation to care for others. During the pandemic, for example, many female students helped home-school siblings, care for parents/elders,
maintain household chores, and work.

The data show that Filipinx course success rates decreased. We want all students to feel welcomed and included in the Puente Program without
diluting the Latinx roots of the program. In our next Puente Flyer, we can highlight intersectional themes relevant to first generation college
students' communities and experiences. We can also continue to seek out students from different backgrounds in our outreach efforts and
events. 


The numbers for success rates reflect a combination of both the counseling and English courses, to understand success rate trends and
have a clearer picture about how to address an increase in success for the program, it would be helpful to have data that disaggregates
success rates in both of these courses. 
In the last year the Office of Equity has been providing us with quarterly reports related to success rate trends. We will improve our practice
of using those reports throughout the year to inform our interventions and outreach to students and to find ways of gaining insights into
those trends as it feels challenging to try and reflect on the five year picture. We think that by looking at these quarterly reports, we can
learn more in the moment and make changes as needed while we have the cohort with us. 
The race/ethnicity break down does not necessarily tell us much since the program is supposed to serve first-generation students and has
historically had Latinx students and curriculum as its focus. For future program reviews, we recommend this portion of document be
eliminated.
There is not a lot of space here to discuss the qualitative data we have that reinforces many of the effective practices we use in the
Program. Primarily, we have heard from students time and time again that the content of the literature we read and the topics we write
about provides them with a historical, political, and civic context that motivates them to commit to their goals and just as importantly, to
become more involved in their communities. Students share a newly forming sense of cultural pride, gratitude for having learned the history
of their people, their families and for the space in the classroom to center those histories.
It is also important to note the ease with which the Puente Counselor was able to gather together 29 former Puente students to become
mentors for our current Puente cohort- the fact that so many professionals are willing to make space in their lives to return as Puente
mentors says a lot about what we see as the biggest strength of the program- the sense of community that the program fosters. This was
just our first year of bringing in former Puente students as mentors, and the Puente Counselor and her connections with students was
central to this success, but we are certain we can continue to grow this mentorship approach in the future.
The role of the counselor is an essential element of the program's success. The Puente counselor uses high-touch (intrusive) approaches
to ensure students know they are supported and seen. From recruitment, to follow-up phone calls, and home visits, the counselor is with
each student every step of the way from the moment the student decides to join Puente until the student is ready to graduate or transfer. In
fact, not mentioned in this document, Puente has an end-of-year celebration each year that celebrates that year's cohort and their progress,
and that highlights the past cohort Puente students who are graduating and/or transferring. Each year that number of students continues to
grow.
Once a Puentista, Always a Puentista. This is the Puente motto. While at the start of every academic year, it is our goal to retain and pass
100% of our Puente cohort, we always lose some students. In the spirit of the Puente motto, students are always accepted back into the
Puente program should they decide to return. In fact, we take a proactive approach in looping students back into the program.

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Equity and inclusive teaching have received increased attention at Foothill College 
as well as on college and university campuses around the country. The Foothill 
College Music Department has been committed to supporting all students’ success 


for decades, but we have increased our efforts during the most recent 5-year Program 
Review period. As a result, our success rate has grown from 79% (2015-16) to 87% 
(2019-20). 



Our efforts have been grounded in our passion for effective teaching as well as our 
knowledge of the research that has demonstrated that students’ perceptions of class 
climate dramatically impact how well they learn. Unfortunately, although our student 
success rate has increased generally, gains have not been experienced by all groups, as 
indicated in the table “Success Rates by Ethnicity” at the end of this document.



As faculty, we want all students in our courses to have an experience that is positive and 
inclusive rather than “chilly” and marginalizing. We believe this commitment is in 
alignment with Foothill College’s Equity Plan 2.0. We acknowledge that creating a 
supportive, inclusive learning environment that promotes equity is challenging. Students 
can experience inclusion and disinclusion on multiple levels, including faculty-student 
interactions, student-student interactions, and course content and policies.  



We have therefore used the Guide for Inclusive Teaching at Columbia (Columbia Center 
for Teaching and Learning, 2018) to prompt, guide, and document our efforts to promote 
equity. Our intention is to use this plan in conjunction with Program Review to improve 
our courses so that success is not predictable by race. This document reflects both our 
current efforts as well as the strategies we commit to implementing this year.

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PRINCIPLE ONE 

ESTABLISH AND SUPPORT A CLASS CLIMATE THAT FOSTERS 
BELONGING FOR ALL STUDENTS



To positively influence classroom climate, we commit to the following teaching 
strategies.



I. We will build instructor-student rapport by:



A. Reducing anonymity in both the onsite and online classroom.



1. Example: Learning and correctly pronouncing student names by using 
name tents in onsite classes. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Implementing an introduction discussion and encouraging 
uploaded photos or avatars in online classes. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



B. Getting to know students.



1. Example: Scheduling individual or small group instructor-student onsite 
office visits early in the term during regular class time. (Music 2A, B, C, D 
and 8)



2. Example: Encouraging students to visit us during office hours or 
remaining after synchronous Zoom sessions to interact with instructors 
one-on-one. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



C. Maintaining friendly, supportive tone and language in all communications.



1.  Example: Sending an encouraging “Welcome” Message to all students 
prior to each term. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)
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2. Example: Answering all questions in a supportive, encouraging manner 
that conveys we value students’ reaching out to us. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 
8)



D. Sharing our interests and personal learning process so that we can show 
students how the material we cover in our courses has relevance in both work 
and life.



1. Example: Identifying and describing our individual connections and 
experience with an influential piece of music. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example:  Including “Meet Your Professor” online pages in which we relay 
our individual histories and provide answers to common students’ 
questions (e.g., “What music instrument do you play?”) (Music 2A, B, C, D 
and 8)



E. Describing our own struggles learning so that we can break down barriers and 
demystify the learning process.



1. Example:  Sharing our personal experiences as we pursued our education 
and the difficulties we face as we continue to learn new material. (Music 
2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Describing our specific challenges keeping current in our 
knowledge of the music discipline. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



II. We will build student-student rapport by:



A. Building into our course activities and opportunities for students to interact with 
each other.



1. Example: Implementing course icebreaker activities (such as self-
introductions, especially with prompts that encourage students to share 
aspects of their personal cultural identity). (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)
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2. Example: Instituting “informal” and non-graded forums that provide the 
means for students to share beyond-classroom information with each 
other. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



3. Example: Incorporating into class activities regular group discussions, 
group projects, and small group interactions in Break-Out Rooms during 
Zoom sessions. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



4. Example: Offering a “Side Trip” forum where teachers and students share 
ancillary material, insights, resources. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



B. Encouraging students to discuss with each other their individual learning 
experiences so that all students can see the diversity of responses and 
perspectives. 



1. Example: Structuring discussion prompts that explicitly request students 
to share learning experiences. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Incorporating “Peer Review” opportunities for students to see 
and comment upon each other’s learning. (Music 8 In Class Journal)



C. Including opportunities for students to reflect upon and write about their 
learning so that they can draw upon their diverse backgrounds and lived 
experience to understand and apply course concepts and information. 



1. Example: Asking students early in the term to respond to the following 
prompt in a Discussion Forum: “As you learned in this module’s reading, 
we are most likely to remember new learning if it makes sense and is 
meaningful to us. With that in mind, please identify a song or piece of 
music that is from your past that you believe you will always remember. 
Then share its title/artist(s) with a brief description of why it made sense 
and has meaning for you.” (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)
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2. Example: Devising a course activity or project that explicitly addresses 
metacognition, such as the “Travel Journal” reflections in Music 2A, B, C, 
D and 8.



III. We will treat each student as an individual by:



A. Doing our best not to make assumptions about students’ membership in any 
demographic group groups and instead allowing students to self identify.  
(Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



B. Allowing students to share their self-identification only when they feel 
comfortable doing so. 



1. Example: Encouraging students to use the Canvas personal account 
information to state their preferences regarding the pronouns they use.  
(Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



C. Refraining from asking individuals to speak for an entire group. 



D. Trying to avoid making assumptions about students’ abilities based on 
stereotypes.



E. Being mindful of existing stereotypes and taking care not to perpetuate them.



IV. We will convey the same level of confidence in the abilities of all our students by:



A. Being consistent and even-handed in acknowledging our belief that all students 
can be successful.



1. Example: Including the following statement in our welcome message and 
on our course landing page: “Over the years, thousands of students have 
taken this course and been successful, and we have every reason to 
believe you will be too.”  (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)
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2. Example: Checking course data to determine low performers and 
reaching out to them privately to reconfirm our belief that they can be 
successful. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



V. We will try to address challenging classroom moments head-on by:



A. Doing our best to take responsibility for addressing difficult moments (such as 
offensive and alienating comments, behaviors, and attitudes) and turning them 
instead into teachable moments.



1. Example: Including in the instructions for potentially difficult discussions 
guidelines such as asking students to use I statements. For example,”I 
feel hurt and upset by that line of thought, and here’s why…” or “I think 
that comment minimizes the issue.” (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Consulting with members of our Teaching Team to discuss 
difficult moments and collaboratively identify strategies to address any 
lingering issues. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8) 



VI. We will encourage students to give us candid feedback by:



A. Setting up informal, anonymous processes for students to give feedback on 
course climate.



1. Example: Creating the anonymous survey in Music 2A, B, C, D, and 8 that 
is available to all students with the following instructions:

We are deeply committed to celebrating the rich and complex multicultural 
history of music in the United States as we strive to optimize student engagement 
within an inclusive and safe classroom. With that in mind, we have established a 
feedback mechanism through SurveyMonkey for you to report any concerns to us 
easily, immediately, and anonymously. We will do our best to address each 
concern with sensitivity and transparency, including responding in the weekly 
announcements. We invite and encourage all students to contribute to our efforts 
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to create a safe and inclusive classroom. Please use this link if you would like to 
give us anonymous feedback.



PRINCIPLE TWO

SET EXPLICIT STUDENT EXPECTATIONS



To help students understand and meet our expectations, we commit to the following 
teaching strategies.



I. We will help students understand our expectations by:



A. Clearly articulating assessment criteria.



1. Example: Ensuring student learning outcomes and objectives are stated 
and in learner-centered language in the syllabus. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Using rubrics (such as those in the Canvas Rubrics Tool) to 
make explicit both the criteria and the standards by which course 
activities and assignments will be evaluated. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



3. Example: Offering students multiple lower stakes opportunities to 
demonstrate learning. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



4. Example: Using grading strategies that encourage students to focus on 
learning and develop growth mindsets rather than zeroing in only on their 
grades. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



B. Providing examples of exemplary work.



1. Example:  Requesting permission of current students to use their work 
either anonymously or named as models for future students. (Music 2A, B, 
C, D and 8)
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2. Example: Providing less accomplished or novice student works along 
with explanations of why/how the work did not meet acceptable or 
exemplary standards. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



II. We will help students meet our expectations by:



A. Providing timely feedback to enable students to prioritize their efforts and 
support their ability to meet objectives.



1. Example: Stating grading response time in a visible place, for example on 
the syllabus or in the assignment instructions. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Using assessment results to modify teaching to assist students’ 
learning, for example, by returning to emphasize points where several 
students struggle.



B. Modeling the skills that students are asked to demonstrate in their assignments/
assessments.



1.  Example: Where and when appropriate, participating in discussion 
forums in ways that adhere to discussion guidelines.



2. Example: Providing an instructor example in response to an assignment 
prompt.

To work toward more inclusive course content, we commit to the following teaching 
strategies.



I. We will select content that engages the diversity of ideas and perspectives by:



A. Reviewing course content to determine if certain perspectives are 
underrepresented or absent and then selecting readings, music examples, or 
other course materials that fill the gap.



1. Example: Using the UC Berkeley American Cultures framework to provide 
coverage of five constituent groups: Native Americans, European 
Americans, African-Americans, Hispanics/Latino Americans, and Asian 
Americans. (Music 8)



2. Example: When selecting ethnic groups for coverage in world music, 
identify less frequently represented countries (eg., Indonesia) in addition 
to frequently represented countries (eg., China). (Music 2D)



B. Critically evaluating the presentation of material, and if it does not represent 
diversity, either finding alternative materials or pointing out the short comings 
and supplementing with additional, more representative materials.



1. Example: Looking for music examples that reflect the contributions of 
artists from multiple ethnic groups and backgrounds. (Music 2A, B, C, D 
and 8)



2. Example: Where appropriate, choosing images that include a range of 
ethnicities. (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)
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II. We will use multiple and diverse examples that do not marginalize students by:



A. Presenting content in lectures or class discussions using examples that speak 
across gender, work across cultures, and are relatable to people from various 
socio-economic statuses, ages, and religions



1. Example: Introducing the history of jazz as a tradition established by 
African-Americans but exploring how musicians from other ethnic 
constituencies contributed their own modifications to create new, 
hybridized forms. (Music 8)



2. Example: Showing contemporary fusions of music traditions that 
historically were associated with a single group, such as Country/Rap. 
(Music 8)



B. Taking care to not assume that all students will recognize the cultural, literary, 
or historical references we use.



1. Example: Making sure not to reward students who are similar to us at the 
expense of those who are not (such as talking warmly with students who 
share our musical preferences and ignoring those who don’t).

DESIGN ALL COURSE ELEMENTS FOR ACCESSIBILITY



To recognize the diversity of students’ abilities and to create accessible learning 
experiences, we commit to the following teaching strategies.



I. We will provide multiple means of representation by:



A. Asking ourselves how our course content could present barriers to learners.



1. Example: Making a conscious effort to address the needs of learners 
without any background in music, non-native speakers who may find the 
specialized vocabulary of music unfamiliar, and students with physical or 
cognitive disabilities.



2. Example: Easing barriers by providing supporting materials such as 
glossaries, illustrations, charts, outlines, and multiple types of examples 
to facilitate knowledge transfer.  (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



B. Using established tools for checking and ensuring accessibility (such as those 
provided in Canvas and in Microsoft Word).



1. Example: Ensuring header hierarchies can be read by screen readers, 
choosing colors that have a sufficient level of contrast, providing textual 
descriptions of images, and incorporating closed-captioning of videos.  
(Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Providing information in multiple modalities that give learners 
options, such as transcriptions of videos or offering text in ways that 
learners can be screen read or downloaded and printed in PDFs.  (Music 
2A, B, C, D and 8)



II. We will provide multiple means of action and expression by:
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A. Considering a range of possibilities for participation and assessment.



1. Example: Using rubric standards that clearly articulate the continuum 
between novice and expert.  (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



2. Example: Offering students options for ways to demonstrate their 
knowledge, such as a choice between doing a research paper or a class 
presentation.  (Music 2A, B, C, D and 8)



B. Providing scaffolding for complex assignments.



1. Example: Breaking apart the component steps of doing a class 
presentation (e.g., identifying topic, thesis, creating storyboard, finding 
images, and so forth) so that students can clearly see the progression of 
activities they will need to do in order to complete the task.  (Music 
2A,B,CH and 8H)



2. Example: Having students check in with us for feedback on progress and 
assistance when they get stuck. (Music 2A,B,CH and 8H)



III. We will provide multiple means of engagement by:



A. Offering students a variety of options that encourage agency and learner 
autonomy.



1. Example: Giving students a choice on their final project, such as doing a 
“Contemporary Issues Journal” or “Digital Story.” (Music 2A,B,CH and 8H)



2. Example: Inviting students to co-design elements of classroom activities 
(e.g., crafting a discussion prompt) or assessments (e.g., contributing 
questions for exams).



B. Creating a supportive class climate that encourages students to engage.



1. Example: Emphasizing process as much as product in assessment.
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2. Example: Encouraging collaboration rather than competition among 
peers. (Music 2A,B,CH and 8H) 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PRINCIPLE FIVE

REFLECT ON ONE’S BELIEFS ABOUT TEACHING TO MAXIMIZE SELF-
