Building Naming Proposal

e There is broad support for naming the Student
Services Building after Jean Thomas, recognizing

her significant impact on the institution and students.

e The proposal highlights Thomas's commitment to
transforming the lives of underrepresented and
vulnerable students.

e Academic Senate, Classified Senate, and ASFC
(Associated Students of Foothill College) are
expected to formally endorse the proposal,
strengthening the case for approval.
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Next Step:
Campus constituencies will follow up on the Jean
Thomas building naming proposal with formal

endorsements.
OLA Letter for Latine Data and |Catalina Rodriguez e OLA submitted a letter to President Whalen
Support requesting support/data to help identify their

student population.

e The other Affinity Groups would like to
collaborate with OLA in signing an “anti-
discrimination statement”.

Regular Business
Committee Reports

Institutional Effective Elaine Kuo e Foothill College received reaffirmation of

Committee accreditation for 18 months, with a follow-up report
due in March 2026.

¢ The college must demonstrate implementation of
procedures to regularly assess learning outcomes
for courses, programs, certificates, and degrees.

o A faculty-led work group is moving swiftly to address
compliance issues related to learning outcome
assessment.

e The college is building towards 2024 accreditation
standards, which focus on equitable attainment of
learning outcomes and achievement of educational
goals.

Next Step:

The college will work to develop an accreditation follow-
up report draft by December 2025 to address
compliance issues.

Buildings, Grounds, and

Sustainability e The Bamboo Garden cleanup is underway to

improve accessibility and aesthetics.

o Two new all-gender restrooms have been opened
on campus, one near the Lohman Theater and
another in the library.

¢ Sunnyvale Center renovations are starting in March,
with completion targeted for Fall 2026. The project
will include upgrades to office spaces and
classrooms, with plans to relocate respiratory
therapy and radiological technology programs to this
area.

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o A potential pool upgrade project is being considered
to create a full aquatic center with an Olympic-sized
pool and spectator stands.

Next Step:

Campus improvement projects will continue, with a
focus on Sunnyvale Center renovations and potential
pool upgrades.
