For all these reasons, our students are seeking opportunities to gain
formal experience in diversity, equity, and inclusion in their fields of study, so that they can be
more competitive for their future schooling/careers and so they can effect meaningful change
in their work. In introducing new courses in these areas, students have specifically asked
whether a certificate would be available to formally recognize their work.
