1. Introductions.
2. Student Sustainability Interests (B. Visas for Y. Yukina) -  Y. Yukina and B. Visas met with Elaine Kuo regarding a survey for the campus regarding the top 3-5 sustainability issues students are interested in.  Survey Monkey works for rating items, which are not complicated.  Complex surveys require working with Marketing to set up the mechanics.  Y. Yukina will discuss with her students in the Student Social Entrepreneurship Club. We were hoping to be able to implement ideas and report out by June. However, we are still gathering ideas. Most likely the ideas will be collected, refined and a survey will be sent out in fall.   
3. Energy Update  - (B. Visas for B. Cormia) – Plant Services is working towards installing Fluke loggers at various points on campus to read energy consumption at specific buildings. 
4. Literati, jeff@litterati.org (B. Visas) – At the suggestion of Marketing, The Academic Senate has been sent information to send out to the faculty to determine if classes might be interested in attending a presentation. Litterati is litter that has been photographed, disposed of and the photo sent to Jeff Kirshner to be used in a photo collage. We are targeting a day (maybe Earth Day, Wednesday, April 22, 2015). 
5. Native Garden (D. Svenson) – There are plans to have the Hort 80 internship class work in the garden . F. Nicolli is working on installing irrigation in the garden. 

6. Sustainability Website (Y. Yukina) – A suggestion was made to make the website more user friendly, posting the dates/locations of the meetings. A meeting has been set up with the webmaster and we will work on this issue. In Progress. 
7. Additional water fountains (B. Visas) – D. Woodman forwarded a map showing (3) additional drinking fountains on the campus. This map was a proposal and a substantial number of new hydration stations/drinking fountains were installed or modified to add bottle fillers. There are no plans to add any other drinking fountains at this time. 

8. EV Charging Stations – There is a plan to install (14) electric charging stations on the campus. This project is being managed by the District and will hopefully be in place by June, 2015. 

9. Foothill Sustainability Management Plan – The initial plan was developed in 2009. It has been 5 years and it is now time to update and revise our plan. You can see a copy of the plan at http://www.foothill.edu/sustainability/FHsmp.pdf. Please read the plan and make notes. Suggestions of what we should delete, modify or add would be appreciated and a core part of our responsibility as the Sustainability Committee. Additionally, if you know of activities that support the plan we have been using, please include as much information as possible. We will be looking at our initiatives and “grading ourselves”, as well as developing goals for the next 5-10 years. B. Visas is working on the next draft and will ask the committee to participate in the final version. This will be the focus of our committee meetings through June. 
10. Construction Update (B. Visas) –
A.  Gas Meter Relocation – trenching began 1/5/15 between buildings 6500 & 6600. 

      Five classes were relocated.  Classes should return to their original locations after mid-February, once the gas line has been rerouted from under Building 5200.  

     There will be a major campus gas shutdown Monday, March 30, 2015 (first day of spring break).
C. Fire Alarm Phase 3 - currently new wires are being pulled. Testing will be conducted over the President Holiday weekend (Feb 13-16, 2015). 
D. Library Renovation – Approximately 3 month delay as of this writing. The contractor is on site and has had the project kick off meeting. We should see construction fencing go up soon. 
E. District Office Renovation – Changed to ETS Building. Original move date: March, new anticipated move date: June 2015. 
F. Signage Phase II – Submittals have been reviewed. Our signage lasts approximately 5 years and then needs refreshing or changes. 
G. Campus Center Staining – Design drawings have been reviewed. Bids are in progress. 
H. Bridge Staining – Design drawings have been reviewed. Bids are in progress. 
I. B1900 IMPO (Server Room Enlargement, Cooling Equipment Upgrade) Design drawings are in progress. 

J. Loop Road Resurfacing – Summer. Meetings have been held with Dean’s to assess what driveways must be open for summer school, what other criteria must be considered. 
K.  B5600 Roofing project – Design work in progress. Summer 2015; Exact date of work to be determined. 
L. B5400 Roofing project – Design work in progress. If budget allows will be done this summer as well. 
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
